These expressions are used when you change the state of a space like a room intentionally, or operate or
adjust a machine (Ex.1). They can be used not only when you do things by yourself, but also when you ask

someone to do things (Ex.2).

The verb/adjective/noun + “C/~C form indicates a reason or a cause for the following sentence.
