1. Causafive verbs

When a superior/senior give orders and instructions to a subordinate/junior to do something, the causative
sentence is used. However, you should not use it with a senior. There is seniority relationship and power
relationship between A and B, therefore it is often used among family members and at schools, workplaces and
the like.
